4. Windows enables mouse acceleration by default. Make sure you are logged in to windows to check mouse
synchronization.

5. Mouse acceleration can only be turned off on a per Windows user basis. If you log in to Windows with a
different user name, then you will have to configure mouse properties separately for that user as well.
